EGIPTIAN SPHINXES

Many locals ask the sphinxes for help. They
say that if you scratch the sphinx behind the
ear and make the dearest wish it will certainly
come true within a year.

A gryphon sits beside one of the sphinxes. One
more ritual is connected with it. Pat the gryphon’s
head looking at the nearby sphinx and holding the
gryphon’s right tooth and make a wish.

The stone sphinxes fixed up in front of the Aca-
demy of Arts were found in 1820s by the French
expedition of the scientist J.-P. Champollion during
archeological diggings of Thebes (the ancient capi-
tal of Egypt). They guarded the tomb of pharaoh
Amenhotep III, the King of Upper and Base Egypt.
As the scientists say the stone sphinxes
are more than three thousand years old.
In 183 4 they were erected on the massive
pedestals at both sides of the quay.

It
was pictured with a scull instead of a head and specific
glance;

* Mixcoatl is the father of Huitzilopochtli and Quetzal-
coatl, a god of stars and numbers.
