Its magical power comes from
the nearby chapel where a copy of wonder-working icon of Iverskaya Mother of
God was stored for many years. To make a wish stand in the center of the star,
close your eyes and throw a coin behind your shoulder. If the coin falls through
the slit in the plate, your wish will come true.
